The Ripple Effect

Have you ever thrown a
stone in a body of water?
After the kurplunk, the
stone will cause a series of
waves to radiate outward
from the point of impact. If
the water is very calm, the waves
will continue for a very long time.
This past Sunday night at youth
group, we talked about The Ripple
Effect, and how the decisions we
make often have far-reaching
consequences, not only in our lives,
but in the lives of other people.

In 2 Samuel 11, the Bible tells the
story of David and Bathsheba and
how David’s decision to “sleep”
with Bathsheba, not only affected
David, but also Bathsheba, Uriah
(her husband), the resulting baby,
fathered by David, who died, and
ultimately David and Bathsheba’s
son, Solomon. Some decisions in
life are very black or white, but
many decisions are harder to make,
because we’re often unsure what
the best course of action is or what
the future consequences will be.
Had David based his decision on
what God wanted him to do,
instead of what he wanted to do
(think Satan had anything to do
with that decision?), the outcome of
that story in 2 Samuel would be
very different.

In the book (and movie)Riding in
Cars with Boys, Beverly, the author
and main character, states: “One
day can make your life, one day
can ruin your life. All life is, is four
or five big days that change
everything.” After reading that
several times, I realized how true
(and incredibly wise) that statement
is. If you look back over your life,
there are a few days that totally
changed its course: the day you met
your future spouse, the day you
decided which college to attend, or,
in the case of Beverly, having sex
with her boyfriend, getting
pregnant, and dramatically changing
the course of the life she had
planned for herself.

Want to know the truly
hard part about making
these decisions? You
rarely know the ultimate
consequences of your
actions until later,
sometimes much later.

If David had known what would
happen, do you think he would
have slept with Bathsheba? We’ll
actually never know, but I certainly
know what I think he would have
done. So how do you make those
kinds of decisions in your life?

In my position as Youth Leader, I
often hear of “things” my “kids”
have done, and often times I’ll hear
the statement, “I don’t want Joel to
find out.” Well, that’s a pretty good
way to figure out what decision you
should make ...

If you don’t want Pastor Bill,
your neighbors, or your church
friends to find out what you are
about to do ... then it’s a pretty
good bet you shouldn’t do it.

And while the above example is a
neat way of looking at it, the
decision should ultimately be made
with, “What would God want me to
do?”, in mind.

This is one of those “easy to
say/hard to do” kind of things, but
if we ask for God’s guidance and
FOLLOW what He tells us ... then
our “ripples” will have a much
better outcome.

The Rev. Peggy
A. Johnson was
elected a bishop of
The United
Methodist Church
on July 17, 2008.
On September 1,
Bishop Johnson
began her
assignment to lead
nearly 1,000
churches in the
Eastern Pennsylvania and
Peninsula-Delaware Annual
Conferences.

Bishop Johnson, born in 1953,
was baptized and grew up in the
Methodist Church, and felt a
call to ministry early in life. “I
remember, at the age of five,
taping on a mustache and
preaching to my dolls,” she said,
acknowledging her childhood
notion that preachers were men.
In Confirmation, she felt a call
to ministry as well.

She pursued a degree in Music
Education at Lebanon Valley, a
United Methodist-related college
in Eastern Pennsylvania, and
graduated in 1975. “Lord, let me
do music! I did have a chance,
but then I lost my voice,”
Bishop Johnson said. “I had a
soul-searching time. I thought
God was calling me into
Christian Education. Then, I saw
a deaf choir for the first time. I
thought, ‘That rocks! Music –
and you don’t have to sing!’ I
fell in love at first sight.”

Johnson, who was born with
one eye and has an artificial eye,
said that she has always had a
heart for the disabled commu-
nity. While attending Asbury
Theological Seminary in
Kentucky, where she met her
husband, Rev. Mike Johnson,
she felt a call to ministry —
specifically with deaf people and

people with
disabilities. She has
been the pastor of
Christ UMC of the
Deaf in Baltimore
for the past twenty
years.

Bishop Johnson
believes in the
inclusion of persons
with disabilities,

“not just to receive, but to be
co-ministers with us in the
priesthood of all believers!”
Often we think we’re going to
help those people — but no —
they help us see things with
wonderful new perspective and
add to the gifts we have as a
body. Without them, we’re not
fully complete; we need their
gifts for being the fully
functional Body of Christ.”

“Part of the role of bishop is
pastoral, to keep us in love with
God,” she explained. “Another
part of the role is to encourage
leadership and to create a
culture of call, continually
calling people to ordained and
lay ministry.”

Bishop Johnson’s husband,
Rev. Mike Johnson, has been
the pastor of Lansdowne UMC
in Baltimore, Maryland, for
sixteen years. The Johnsons are
the parents of two grown sons.

Have you ever been in a Bible
study and looked up a certain
text only to find that that
particular scripture is found in
one person’s Bible and not in
others? Or you may find a
statement in brackets saying
that this statement was not in
the original Bible. (Bible means
book).

Remember that our Bible was
not written at one time, like a
modern novel that might take a
month or year to write and then
get published. The Old
Testament is made up of texts
from over a 1500-year-period
that all fit together and were
meshed with a continuing
theme. Even when it was
originally put together, it was
only one stage in a process.
More was added over time and
some was removed. The
Catholic Church, the Greek
Orthodox Church, the Coptic
Church, and others still use
some of the texts which were
removed from the Bible that we
use. They are called the
Apocrypha and the Psydopi-
grapha.

When the New Testament of
the Bible was in its fledgling
form, it was a group of a lot of
letters or books that were being
passed around to the early
churches. They were finally
compiled to form one book,
although many of the writings
were rejected as not being
consistent with the nature of
the book. This is where the
word “cannon” comes in. It
describes the process the
church used to screen what
actually made it into the Bible.
This may sound like the job of
an editor, but it was done on a
large scale, with different
persuasions and a lot of prayer
and discussion involved.

Why isn’t that in my Bible?

Once the new Bible was
accepted and printed, there were
still some modifications that
were added and changed over
the years. Some items from the
original documents had not been
put in the new Bible. This is
where we find the differences
between our Bibles. Some
translations were made strictly
from the new Bible and some go
back and pull out the changes
from the original text that the
new Bible came from. The
original texts were in Aramaic
and Greek, and the first Bible
was in Greek. The subsequent
thousands of translations and
paraphrases since that time have
often taken on their own
meanings, and sometimes the
only way to figure out what it
was really trying to say is to go
back to the original text and to
relate to that day and time and
see how it applied to life when
it was written.

For example, the King James
Version, which some people call
the only real Bible was
authorized by King James, not
written by him. The new
authorized version was mostly
taken from an earlier version by
William Tyndle.

William Tyndle was martyred
for writing his version, which
was not authorized by the king
at the time, and most of his
Bibles were destroyed. The

original King James Version
did not go back to the original
texts for updating until many
revisions later.

I hope that through this brief
description of a much more
complicated process of our
Bible’s evolution, you will
realize that it is not all black
and white, as we often see it
when we read our version of
the Bible. How can you be sure
your Bible is the right one?
Someone once told me, “My
version is the real one. I have
the Holy Bible. It says so on
the cover.”

The Bible is God’s word,
written through men. We have
to rely on what men have
written and rely on God to help
us understand it.
