Your Money Matters ... To God!

In Proverbs 22:7 we learn why
our Lord speaks so directly to the
topic of debt:“Just as the rich rule
the poor, so the borrower is
servant to the lender.”
The Lord discourages the
use of debt because he
wants us free to serve
him!

With the current
economic crisis, it's
increasingly evident that
improvements will be
painfully slow in coming.
The biblical principles of money
management: saving, tithing, and
debt reduction not only serve to
strengthen us spiritually, but are
now appealing to many consumers
as sound practical advice! But by
far the toughest principle for most
people to achieve is debt reduction.

Last month, | promised some
practical tips for reducing debt so
here goes ...

Before you even begin, it's most
important to get everybody on
board, committed to the goal. This
is not something done indepen-
dently. Couples, families, including
the kids, must be involved. This is
not easy, and half-hearted attempts
will not work. Then, get started on
your PLAN of action with the goal
of becoming debt free.

In the book “Your Money
Counts,” by Howard Dayton, these
ten steps are recommended:

1) PRAY- ask for the Lord’s
guidance in your journey toward
debt-freedom.

2) Establish a written budget -
it's work, but it's worth it. With a
budget, you can plan, analyze your
spending, and better control
impulse buying.

3) List your assets — everything
you own, with the thought that you
may want to sell some items.

4) List your liabilities —
everything you owe.

DEBT

5) Establish a debt repayment
schedule for each creditor. Make the
decision which to pay off first,

based on the size of the debt and the

interest rate.

6) Consider earning
additional income, (if
possible in the current
job market and without
harming your relation-
ships.)

7) Accumulate no new
debt. Freeze those credit
cards!

8) Be content with what you have.

9) Consider a radical change in
lifestyle. (Although home
downsizing may not be possible in
the current markets.)

10) DO NOT GIVE UP!

So there you have it — some expert
advice. It is not easy, but it can be
done! Don't forget STEP 1!

United Methodist Church
will soon be 225 years old

Methodists who
came to America
before the Revolution-
ary War were
traveling preachers
who were a part of the
Anglican Church, or
the Church of
England.

They often preached
in the Anglican
churches, but the Anglican priests
were the only ones who could
administer the sacraments of
communion and baptism.

As time went on and the
Methodist Societies grew, they
absorbed members from the
Anglican Church, which became
the Episcopal Church. The
cooperation between the two
groups became strained and
eventually hostile.

During the Revolutionary War,
many of the Methodist preachers
and about half of the Anglican
priests were recalled to England.
This left America with few
preachers and hardly anyone to
give communion.

Did you know that next year
United Methodists will be
celebrating the 225th anniversary
of the founding of our church here
in America.

We will commemorate the
meeting between Thomas Coke and
Francis Asbury at Barratt’'s Chapel,
where the celebration of bringing
the sacraments to the church and
the beginning of the separation of
the Methodists from the Anglican
Church began in November 1784.
One-and-a-half months later, the
Christmas Eve Conference was
held in Baltimore, Maryland, to
officially separate from the
Anglican Church, establish the
Methodist Episcopal Church, and
ordain the ministers of the new
church to go out and take the
sacraments to the people.

Pastor Tom
Blakelock’s newest
charge, Salem UMC,
in Pocomoke City,
Maryland, is
celebrating their
225th anniversary
this year. How can
this be? Well,
technically they
were a Methodist
Church before the

Methodist church was official.

The Methodists were here in
America for almost thirty years
before they established an official
church. They formed societies and
met in homes, fields, taverns, and
even in Anglican and Presbyterian
churches. Eventually, they started
meeting houses and churches, even
though they weren't officially an
organized church.

Barratt’'s Chapel, in Delaware, and
Salem UMC are two examples.
Barratt’'s Chapel is an original
church; Salem is an original
congregation.
